A Look In The Past 175 Years In Our Parish 
 Despite the remaining debt on the land 
purchase and church building but because of the 
increased number of parishioners in 1968, Parish 
Council and parishioners agreed to go ahead with 
building a rectory and administration center. The 
Parish Council included Lee Riches, Vic Serino, Bob 
Distler, Roger Miller, and Jim Grant. The building 
fund drive continued, and the rectory/administration 
center was completed in January 1971 at a cost of 
$70,000. The rectory building committee included 
Robert Weber, Virginia VonSeggern, Richard Weber, 
Clair Clark, Roger Miller.
