Food for the Poor 
 Please join us the weekend of January 24th to hear 
Fr. Stephen Blum speak at all the services about a 
ministry providing direct relief to the poor throughout 
Latin America and the Caribbean. 
 Fr. Blum will share personal witness about Food 
for the Poor’s mission to care for the destitute as a 
means of living out the Gospel mandate to love one 
another. 
 Fr. Blum attended the Pontifical College 
Josephinum and was ordained for the Diocese of 
Toledo in June 1976. He also studied Spanish in 
Mexico and received an MA from the University of 
Notre Dame. Fr. Blum has served as an associate 
pastor and pastor in the diocese for many years and 
although has reached “senior status” continues to 
remain active in his priesthood. Fr. Blum developed a 
relationship with FFTP in 1997 and with a big heart 
for the destitute has visited Haiti and built clinics and 
schools there. He has sent up educational fund so 
Haitian students may attend university and trade 
schools. One of the ways Fr. Blum continues to serve 
the destitute of many countries is by working for 
Food for the Poor.
